Currently, there are three occupational areas that do NOT require an active industry
certification: Broadcasting, Public Health, and Supply Chain Management.
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Occupational Teacher Renewal, Advancement, and Reactivation
Practitioner Renew:
To renew a practitioner occupational license, an educator must:
a. Practitioner Occupational 1*t issuance: Complete an approved educator preparation program priorto the end
ofthe validity period of the issuance of the practitioner icense.

Professional Occupational Teacher License Renewal
To renew the professional occupational teacher license educators must meet the following requirement

a. Earn sixty (60) professional development paints or two (2) years' experience within the license validity period as

indicted by SBE Educator Licensure Policy 5,502 and
b. Provideverification of an active industry certification for thearea of endorsement as defined by the department, if

applicable.

Iftheeducator has not met the requirements for renewal at theend of the validity period of the professional license, then the
license shall becomeinactive. Inactive licenses must be reactivated.

Toadvancefrom a practitioneroccupational teacher license to a professional occupational teacher license, an educator
shall meet one of the following sets of requirements:

(d) Holdan activeindustry certification for thearea of endorsement as defined by the department, if
applicable.

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Reactivation
An occupational teacher license may be reactivated by meeting the following requirements:
(@) Hold an active industry certification, as determined by the department, for the area of endorsement, if
applicable; or
(b) Ifthe endorsement area does not require a certification, then have a minimum of five () years of relevant work
experience, completed within the last ten (10) years, or three (3) years of relevant work experience, completed
‘within the last give (5) years, in the area of endorsement or equivalent education attainment as defined by the

Adding Occupational Endorsements
Teachers who hold an active professional occupational teacher license may add additional occupational
endorsements through one (1) of the following pathways:
1. Hold an active industry certification, as determined by the department, for the area of endorsement, if
applicable; or
2. Ifthe endorsement rea does not require a certification, then have a minimurn of five (5) years of relevant work
experience, completed within the last ten (10) years, in the area of endorsement or equivalent education
attainment as defined by the department.

Educatorswho hold an academic teaching license and are pursuing occupationallicensure must meet the
certification or work experience requirements of the area of endorsement sought.
