Our intent is to provide
documentation that will inform you of asbestos containing materials (ACM) used in the
construction of Florida-Kansas School located at 90 West Olive Avenue in Memphis,
Tennessee.

A limited asbestos survey was conducted by National Econ Corporation, where bulk
samgles were collected of "suspect” ACM at the location. Survey protocols, as
established by the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA), were strictly followed and
bulk samples collected were subsequently transmitted by Michael Haynes to a pre-
qualified laboratory for microscopic analysis.

Forty-eight (48) bulk samples were collected and analyzed by a primary laboratory using
Polarized Light Microscopy (PLM) coupled with dispersion staining to determine the
content and tylge of asbestos. Analysis was provided by Environmental Hazards Services,
L.L.C. of)Ric mond, Virginia, a NVLAP accredited laboratory (NVLAP LAB CODE:
